The excavations al Nankralis have I:II'HII”II[ Loy |j|;|!t bl'"rl“'l.‘l:ln any remains of
seulpture dating from the period of the Persian domination, and we may safely
assume that there was no loeal Greek school of any importance at that ime. The
most famous age of Greek scalpture is nol represented in Egypl exeept by a few

copies of the Boman age, of which one of the most interesting examples has heen

published in a former volume of this series, Greek Moulds, pl. 1. o Ja3306.
Alexandrian art then was probably quite unaffected by any Greek stle that may
have lived on in Egypt until the time of the Macedonian conguest. In its begin-

nings it was wholly dervived from the mother-country. When Egyvpl passed into
